


















18th Century carved wooden busk made of pine with beautiful patina. Has some wear. Overall length is 13 1/4 inches. Overall width is 2 3/4 inches. All chipped carved, featuring the initials "MW" in a heart at the top. Carved decorations along its entire length include pinwheels and rosettes. Busks were used in the front center pouch of a woman's stays or corsette in the 18th and early 19th centuries. They helped keep the woman's posture erect. An intimate item, they were oftentimes carved with the woman's initials as well as other decorative effects.
