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Care and feeding of your stays:

Hand wash – don’t machine wash.  Since your shift will take up most perspiration, usually you can just air them out, rather than washing them.  Febreeze is also an option.

Your stays should lace up in spiral fashion, not “criss-cross”.  There should be a gap between the lacing edges, to allow for a properly snug fit.  Loose stays shift around and are uncomfortable.  If your stays are too loose because of weight loss or other circumstances, they should be altered.

I’ve left extra length on the lacing.  Once you figure out how long you want the laces to be, trim them to length and dip the ends in hot wax or fingernail polish.

You will need a busk.  They can be obtained from:
